Dear members of the Georgia Board of Pardons and Paroles,

We are writing in support of clemency for Troy Anthony Davis.  It is our belief that a travesty of justice occurred 18 years ago when Troy was sentenced to Georgia's death row, and that if you do not do the right thing and halt his execution, an even bigger travesty could occur.  Troy should not be executed.  It is our belief, after looking at this case carefully, that the courts have failed in not granting Troy a new trial.  But that is why you exist -- to be the last safeguard to justice and mercy.

Too often in our society, laws are skewed against those that are too poor to afford top-notch lawyers and against people of color.  Do we really think Troy would be where he is today if he were a wealthy white male accused of killing a poor Black?

If the execution of Troy Davis goes forward, it would not be justice.  It would be a lynching.

We implore you to pardon Troy.
