Dear Chairperson Hunt, Vice-Chair Buckner and Board Members, Hammond, Keller & Nix:

This is a request for clemency for Troy Davis, presently on Georgia’s death row, in behalf of our organization, Murder Victims Families for Reconciliation, (MVFR).  MVFR is a national organization, with hundreds of members, many from Georgia, all of whom lost relatives to murder, and all of whom are opposed to the death penalty.  

We do not write to the authorities in every case where death has been decreed, but in this case, in addition to our general opposition to the death penalty as being an inappropriate penalty in a humane society, we understand that there is at minimum, a strong possibility of innocence.  It seems to us that when most witnesses against Davis recant and one witness against him is a potential suspect himself, as is the case here, there must logically be some doubt of Mr. Davis’ guilt.  In view of the incredible number of exonerations that have taken place in the nation over the past few years, even in cases where the authorities expressed absolute certainty of the guilt of the condemned, it seems that it should be mandatory that whenever doubt exists, to any degree, no execution should take place.

Kindly, therefore, give this plea your every consideration and exercise both mercy and logic in your deliberations.  Our entire Board and membership do thank you.
