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SUPPORTERS OF TROY ANTHONY DAVIS TO 

HOLD VIGIL FOR CLEMENCY IN SAVANNAH

(Savannah, Georgia) – Members of the Savannah community will hold a vigil in support of Troy Anthony Davis, who has an execution date of July 17.  Friends and family of Davis, church groups and organizations will gather at Sacred Heart Church on Bull Street at 6:00 p.m. on Saturday, July 14. 
Supporters are deeply concerned about the looming execution date, especially because evidence demonstrating that Davis may be innocent has yet to be reviewed by the courts.  With no physical evidence, including no murder weapon, Davis was sent to death row fifteen years ago based on a string of witnesses, most of whom have recanted or contradicted their testimony.  One witness who has stood by his story has been implicated as the actual murderer.
“We are bringing people together to stand by Troy Davis and his family and to pray for justice to be done,” said Aleta Toure of the Interracial Interfaith Community.  “We are concerned that the new evidence in his case has not been heard and we hope that the tragedy of murder not be compounded by the tragedy of a wrongful execution.”
